Topic Theme:  People of Prayer 

This framework of learning is intended as the first in the Spring Term in the academic year 2019/2020. 

At this time of year the resource always looks at the prayer life of the Church. This resource studies 

the Feast of the Epiphany and two prayers found in Matthew’s Gospel: the Beatitudes and the Lord’s 

Prayer. It asks pupils to consider the people they think are Beatitudes People, including St Teresa of 

Calcutta. 

Attitudes and Spiritual Dispositions 

It is hoped that pupils will develop: 

 A willingness to pray 

 An openness to people of other faith traditions 

 An appreciation of the role of prayer in deepening a relationship with God 

 A sense of wonder about different styles of prayer 
 

Activities to try at home
